             PROTEST FEES   
Any team wishing to lodge an official protest shall do so in a manner provided for in the UIM rules. Each protest shall be accompanied by a protest fee of $500 said fee being refunded should the protest be decided in favor of the team lodging the protest. Protests will be adjudicated by a committee consisting of 1 representative from each class, including 1 representative from each country attending, and the Race Captain.

PRIZES
Prize money, trophies and leg money will be awarded to each class.

In order to contend for the titles, awards, and trophies, the winner must have completed at least 75% of the race legs. For the overall award, the winner must have run 100% of the distance and race legs.

RACE FUEL
